Sub: Addendum to the existing MoU between Kathmandu University School of Education (KUSoED) and British Council for the Accreditation Course 

This is in regard to the existing MoU between Kathmandu University School of Education (KUSoED) and British Council dated 26 March 2013.

There has been a change in the course offered and number of credit hours provided by the Kathmandu University School of Education for the Accreditation course which is to be offered to thirty Government School teachers from Kathmandu district from 16th January 2015 due to which there has been a change in the cost per participant. 
The course Seminar: Issues in Education had been removed and only three modules will be delivered which are Human Development (3 cr), Curriculum and Evaluation (3 cr) and Action Research (3 cr). Additional 1 credit has been added for Action research module.

As per Article 3 in the existing MoU the cost agreed was as follows:

a. Course fee: Rs. 3,000 per credit / per participant x 10 credits = Rs. 30,000/-
b. Registration fee Rs. 1000 per course / per participant x 4 courses = 4,000/-

Cost per participant: Rs. 34,000/- 

Waiver per participant: fee for one credit course i.e. Rs. 3,000/- 

The actual payable cost per participant Rs. 31,000/-  
As per the new agreement for 2015 Accreditation course participants the course fees has now been agreed as:

a. Course fee: Rs. 3,000 per credit / per participant x 9 credits = Rs. 27,000/-
b. Registration fee Rs. 1000 per course / per participant x 3 courses = 3,000/-

Cost per participant: Rs. 30,000/- 

Total payable cost for 30 participants: Rs. 900, 000 (in words: Rupees Nine Lakhs only)

Apart from the course fee, a total amount of Rs.183600 has been agreed as daily allowance (as per government norms) for the accreditation course participants. An amount of Rs. 148000 would be paid by Kathmandu University from the surplus amount remaining of the leadership training. An amount of Rs. 35600 would be additionally provided to Kathmandu University on top of the surplus amount to provide allowances to 30 participants and one support staff for a period of 12 days @ Rs.2967 per day all inclusive. 

The total payable cost to Kathmandu University from British Council hence would be Rs. 935600 (in words: Rupees Nine Lakhs, thirty five thousands and six hundred only)
